Minutes

Treasurer’s Report

Sylvie provided a copy of the Budget showing actuals as of 1/17/11.  Sylvie reported that we have approximately $20,000 in the bank.  There is approximately $2,000 in Book Fair monies to process.  There was a Quick Book error, so final net profit on the Fundraiser was $19,000.  The School Store has netted a $753 profit. We have made our last payment to NCPTA for membership and currently have approximately 60 members.  

Sylvie reported that the Christmas luncheon was a huge success and there were less expenses than in prior years.  If we keep this line item below budget, the goal is the increase the amount paid to teachers in the end of year gift card they receive from the PTSA.  

Sylvie passed around a flyer that she received from Scent Sational pencils as an idea of something to add to the school store.  Everyone agreed these would be a huge hit and should be added to the inventory.

Lastly, Sylvie reported that we did not get a check from Harris Teeter because they say we did not generate enough income by VIC card purchases.  Angie stated that she learned that the purchases must be on HT brands to qualify.

Standing Committee Reports:

8th Grade Celebration

Annette reported that the 8th Grade Celebration will be at no cost to students.  Each student will receive a t-shirt (white with blue lettering) in advance which will secure their entry into the dance.  Each student will receive a glow necklace and bracelet at the dance, as well as a ticket for a drink and a snack.  The Celebration will take place from 6:30 – 8:30pm on June 3rd.  A Wake County approved DJ will provide the music.  The t-shirt idea was agreed upon so that every student will be able to come to the Celebration, per NCPTA guidelines, rather than some who may feel they cannot afford to buy “formal” attire.

Annette reported that the Talent Show on June 10th will include a pizza lunch, rather than Chick-Fil-A so that students who follow a vegan diet are not excluded.  Annette added that she received a $1,000 donation towards the 8th grade Celebration activities.  Next planning meeting is 2/4/11 at 2pm in the Media Center.
