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Wakefield Middle School General Meeting Minutes                                    October 12th 2010
Meeting took place at Wakefield High School Cafeteria

Meeting was called to order by Sylvie Daigle, Treasurer at 6:33pm.

· Character Ed., Red Ribbon Week and Reflection programs had been added back to the PTSA budget as services to be offered for the current year.  These services had been deleted from the list of PTSA services last year, but were brought back for 2010-2011.

· NCPTSA requested that we gave more details to the budget line “8th Grade Celebration”.  In order to reflect that, this activity was split in three sub-categories; Dance, DVD’s/t-shirts and Lunch/Award ceremony.

· A new budget line, under expenses, was added to state: Smart Boards since the PTSA is committed to helping the school technology. A portion of the Capital Campaign revenues will go toward the purchase of Smart Boards for the classrooms.

Sylvie Daigle asked for a motion to approve the Revised Budget. Sharon Gerald made the motion and Michelle Begin seconded the motion.  Sylvie asked for all in favor to say “yes”.  There were over 20 “yes” votes.  She then asked for any “no” votes.  There were none.  Finally she announced the approval of the Revised Budget for 2010-2011.  

Angie Keetch took over to discuss the by-laws with the members.  She explained the new set of “general” by-laws created by NCPTA.  She highlighted some of the most important changes to everyone and answered questions when asked.  She then asked for a motion to approve the new By-Laws.  Corri Crawford made the motion and Drew Begin seconded the motion.  Angie asked for all in favor to say “yes” and over 20 people voted yes.  She then asked for any “no” votes.  There were none.  She finally announced the approval of the new By-Laws dated October 2010.

Angie adjourned the meeting at 6:45pm.
