Student Assignment: I recognize that I have been beating this 

drum for some time now but is important that everyone under-

stands how this transition to a choice model will impact their fami-

lies. For most of you, if you’re  happy where you are, the transi-

tion will not change your school assignment. For now, the choice 

model will have the greatest impact on rising kindergarten, 6th and 

9th graders. 6th and 9th graders will be initially assigned to their 

next school based on the new feeder patterns as opposed to their 

home address. The point of the choice model is that if you are not 

happy with the feeder pattern you can choose an alternate school.

County’s  policy (NC Law 115C- 378 and Wake County policy 6000).  
 

   * Every absence is considered either excused or unexcused.  
 

   * A note written by the parent or guardian is required within two (2) school days explaining the nature 
 of the absence with dates and the student’s name. A note is required even if the parent contacts the  
 school by phone or email. A note does not guarantee an absence will be excused but all absences            
without notes will be considered unexcused.  
 

*   Excessive absences will require follow-up from teachers, school counselors or our school social       
 worker.
