TIMBER WOLVES  
The Timber Wolves worked hard on their Biography projects and learned quite a bit about their person of choice, 

the history surrounding their person's lifetime, and some others who lived during that time period.  We will read our 

dinner party scripts the first of November.  Next, we will dig further in depth to inference in literature, cultural dif-

ferences (in literature and real-life), analogies, and adverbs.  Towards the middle of November we begin writing 

evaluative/persuasive essays. The last week of the month, we will begin our study of Charles Dickens, the Victorian 

Era, Industrial Revolution and child labor in England, all in preparation for our study of the classic, A Christmas 

Carol through all of December.    Ms. Killian /Language Arts 
   
Ms. Adamson/Math  In Math 7/Pre-algebra students will be computing with decimals, and solving equations with 

decimals.  This unit will also include rounding and comparing decimals.  Students will also be solving real-world 

problems that contain decimals.  
Ms. Melvin/Social Studies- In Social Studies we continue to review map skills and current events affecting Africa, 

Asia and world geography.  We have studied Ancient Egypt, early Africa, its Kingdoms, City-States and Empires. 

We have focused on North Africa and its former and current challenges.  We have also studied the European Con-

quest of Africa, Colonialism, and African Independence.  We will continue our study of Africa, its issues today, and 

the cultures of the different regions of Africa.   

 

My, how the year goes by.  We are quickly approaching the end of the first quarter of the school year.  

By now the students should comfortably understand the rules and the procedures of the school and Tim-

berwolf team as well as the expectations that we have here in the science class. 

We have already taken our first seven quizzes which brings our study of the atmosphere and weather to 

a close.  As of Monday, October 24th, we began our second major topic: Genetics and Heredity.  We begin with the 

study of the cell and its parts, learning the 14 major organelles inside each cell.  This first week of Genetics/

Heredity begins with two microscope labs where your child will learn to properly make and view a wet mount 

slide. 

The biggest study tip that I can give to you so that you can help your child learn their science is that 

every night you should ask for their set of notes and you quiz them on what they have written.  Fri-

dayôs quiz will be mostly on the definitions of the 14 organelles.  So, this is what the kids should be 

practicing remembering.  If they would do this every evening they should be adequately prepared for 

the quiz.  This is an exciting unit as the students are exploring and discovering what is happening in-

side their own bodies every moment of their lives.

The Pearl by John Steinbeck where we will seek and identify the application of the story elements within a longer work.   This classic work 

of fiction is a story of classism, prejudice, loyalty, survival, and love.  Students are also working on evaluative and argumentative writing, 

learning logs, and identifying pronouns.   
 

Math ï Mrs. Krainik   Math 8 Students will continue to work on skills with rational numbers.  We all remember adding, subtracting, multi-

plying, and dividing fractions and the hard work it takes to master these skills!  Proportions and percents will be the next units investigated in 

class.  

Algebra students have come a long way in moving into a mathematical communicator role!  Bravo to the many students who have become 

masterful at showing their work and thinking mathematically!  These students have also seen a tremendous increase in working accurately 

and more quickly as well.  Initially, they didn't believe this could be so, but it does appear by the work they are doing, they now understand 

showing their work actually does help them understand the work being studied.  Work in problem solving will continue with a series of prob-

lems on multiple investments, mixtures, percent, and percent change genre problems.  Classes will then move on to look at inequalities, both 

simple and compound.  Then off we go onto a major topic this year - functions!    

Calculators: 

Please allow your Red Wolf math student to use their calculator on their homework. They should be writing out their work first, but then can 

use the calculator for simple computation/arithmetic.  The Math 8 EOG and Algebra EOC is fully calculator active, so any practice they can 

get using a TI-83 or TI-84 is desired.
